ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION 


ARTICLE I - CORPORATE NAME 


The name of the Corporation is “Company Name" 


ARTICLE Il - PURPOSES AND POWERS 


1. The Corporation is a not-for-profit corporation organized pursuant to the Code of _____, Title ____, Chapter ___, Section _____ et seq., the ______ Nonstock Corporation Act. The Corporation is organized exclusively for charitable, educational and scientific purposes to support, develop and disseminate skills, knowledge and expertise for the benefit of Structured Query Language (SQL) users in and around the <State>, and to foster the sharing of such information in a manner that qualifies the Corporation as an exempt organization under section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code (or the corresponding provision of any future law). The Corporation shall conduct its programs and operate in a nondiscriminatory manner. In pursuance of these purposes, the Corporation shall have the power: 


a. To borrow money in the name and on the credit of the Corporation and to give, as security for such borrowings, mortgages or other liens on any of the property of the Corporation; 

b. To enter into contracts or other agreements with any person, firm, corporation or other entity to the same extent as any natural person could or might do; 

c. To accept and solicit grants, contributions, gifts, donations and other financial assistance, in cash or property and to charge contribution fees of SQL user group members and/or participants, in such amounts as shall be necessary and in the best interests of the Corporation; 

d. To do all such acts as are necessary, conducive or convenient to obtain the objects and purposes of the Corporation herein set forth, to the same extent and as fully as a natural person could or might do and as are not forbidden by law, by these Articles of Incorporation or by the By-Laws of the Corporation. 

2. The Corporation is organized exclusively for charitable, educational and scientific purposes including the making of distributions to organizations that quality as exempt organizations under Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future law).

ARTICLE Ill - NOT-FOR-PROFIT STATUS 


1. The Corporation shall not be operated for the purpose of carrying on a trade or business for profit. No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of or be distributable to its directors, officers or other private persons, except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article ll. Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles, the Corporation shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation/organization exempt from federal income tax under Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future law) or (b) by a corporation/organization, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future law). 

2. No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall consist of carrying on propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, nor shall the Corporation in any manner or to any extent participate or intervene in (including by publication or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office. 


ARTICLE IV - GIFTS AND DONATIONS 


Subject always to the restrictions of these Articles of Incorporation, the Corporation may receive, acquire or take by gift, grant, devise, bequest or otherwise, all real, personal and mixed property of every kind and description, wherever located and without limit as to amount, including money, land, buildings, mortgages, shares, stocks, debentures and other securities and any 
interest in any property which may be necessary or convenient for the conduct of the Corporation's business, to hold, invest, reinvest, use, mortgage, pledge, sell, lease, assign, give, exchange, transfer or otherwise use or dispose of in the best interests of the Corporation. 


ARTICLE V - PLACE OF OPERATON 


The operation of the Corporation shall be principally conducted within the <State>. 


ARTICLE VI - NONMEMBER CORPORATION 


The Corporation shall have no members. 


ARTICLE VIl - BOARD OF DIRECTORS 


1. The Board of Directors of the Corporation shall be elected by the initial Directors of the Corporation by a simple majority for one-year terms. Thereafter, Directors shall be elected annually by a simple majority of the then- existing Board of Directors to terms of office of one (1) year and until such time as their successors are elected and qualified. The number of Directors shall be determined by the By-Laws as amended from time to time. Terms of office of Directors shall be considered to commence on the date of the annual meeting of their election. Any person elected as a Director of the Corporation shall abide and be bound by the provisions of the Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws of the Corporation. 

2. In the case of the death, resignation or other vacancy in the office of any Director, the remaining Directors may appoint a successor to hold office for the unexpired portion of said Director's term.

ARTICLE VIll - DISSOLUTION 


Upon dissolution of the Corporation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all of the just debts and liabilities of the Corporation, distribute all assets of the Corporation exclusively to such organizations organized and operated for charitable, educational, religious, literary or scientific purposes as shall at that time quality as exempt organizations under Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or the corresponding provision of any future law, as the Board of Directors shall determine. Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by the Circuit Court of the City or County in which the principal office of the Corporation is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.
